Friday, November 13:  Final set-up 10-noon; Judging noon-2 p.m. 
Friday, November 13:  Show opens at 10 a.m., Echter’s Customer Appreciation Party 6-8 p.m. 
Monday, November 23:  10 a.m.-noon pick up pieces and tear-down. 
Entries and Fees: 
Checks payable to GAF:  Members $15, Non-members $30 
For one entry fee, non-members may enter up to 5 pieces; member’s entries are unlimited.  In 
addition, included in that entry fee, Glass Artist’s Fellowship members are allowed space for production-
type gift items.  Each person entering (whether they have gift items or not) will be required to 
volunteer their time (two 4 hour shifts) working the show as hosts and salespeople.  You may bring in 
new work to replace sold items.  All items sold will be subject to a 35% sales commission. 
Pre-registration is strongly encouraged.  Mail pre-registrations to Pam Ware, 7946 W 54th Ave, 
Arvada, CO  80002, by November 6.  This will help us determine the final number of volunteer hours 
required for participants. 
Jurying: 
Entries (including gift items) will be juried for cleanliness, craftsmanship and artistry.  Entries made 
from published patterns will be accepted with written permission from the publisher.  Pre-jurying of 
small gift items is strongly recommended.  Call Pam Ware at 303-420-2652 or Maggie Heard at  
303-984-6245. 
Ribbons will be awarded in the main categories of Hot (torchwork and furnacework), Warm (all 
kilnworked techniques) and Cold (lead, foil, abrasive, mosaic).
